Transportation

Visitors and students are encouraged to use public transportation.
Lesley’s main campus is a five-minute walk from Harvard Square, which is
serviced by the Red Line subway and numerous bus lines. Bus service also
runs along Massachusetts Avenue. Lesley’s Porter Exchange and North Porter
buildings are just steps away from the Porter Square stop on the Red Line and
the commuter rail station on the Fitchburg-North Station line.

Due to Lesley’s urban location, parking availability is extremely limited.
While there are metered spaces along Massachusetts Avenue and at a few
other locations in the area, most of the on-street parking is strictly enforced,
Cambridge-resident-only parking. Visitor’s must stop in Lesley’s Security
Office to inquire about a visitor’s pass to park in a Lesley lot. Cars
parked on Lesley property without a permit or blocking other cars will be
towed. No parking is available at any of the Porter Exchange lots.

Lesley’s Cambridge shuttle bus runs between the main campus and the
Porter Exchange building, Monday-Friday, from 7:30 a.m. until 10:30 p.m.
The two shuttle stops are located at the corner of Mellen Street and Massa-
chusetts Avenue and at the rear entrance of the Porter Exchange building.

The Art Institute of Boston’s shuttle bus runs between Lesley’s
Cambridge campus and 700 Beacon Street in Boston, during the fall and
spring semesters only. The shuttle runs Monday-Thursday, from 7:30 a.m.
to 10:30 p.m.,and on Friday, 7:30 a.m. to 7:30 p.m.

Driving to Lesley

From the North or South: Take Route 93 to Storrow Drive West to
Harvard Square exit. Turn right. Proceed over Charles River bridge and
continue straight into Harvard Square. (Follow Harvard Square directions below.)

From the West:

Take Route 90 East (Mass. Turnpike) to Exit |8, Allston/Cambridge. Bear right on
the exit ramp. Proceed straight over the River Street Bridge; take an immedi-
ate left onto Memorial Drive. At the third light, turn right onto JFK Street and
continue straight into Harvard Square. (Follow Harvard Square directions below.)

From Harvard Square:

Classroom Locations

All classroom locations — with
the exception of Porter Exchange
— are on the central campus
between Everett and Wendell
Streets. Porter Exchange is a
10-minute walk from the main
campus, or a short Lesley shuttle
ride from the corner of Mass.
Ave.and Mellen Street.

Proceed through Harvard
Square. When the road forks, bear
left on Massachusetts Avenue (2A
West), but stay in the right lane.
Proceed north on Mass. Avenue.
Take second right onto Mellen Street
to get to Lesley’s main campus.

To get to Lesley’s Porter Exchange
Building (1815 Massachusetts Ave.),
continue straight on Massachusetts
Ave. approximately seven blocks;
Porter Exchange will be on your right.

To get to North Porter (corner of
White Street and Somerville Ave), con-
tinue on Massachusetts Avenue, past

Porter Exchange, staying in right lane.
Take right at second light and immed-
iately bear left into shopping center
entrance. North Porter,also known
as Porter Galleria, is on your right.
